· the following roads would be closed to normal traffic: all the internal roads bounded by Milner Road, Ambrose Street, Govan Mbeki Avenue (Ambrose to Graham), Graham street, Harrower road, Kipling Street, Mary Boyd Avenue.

· Harrower road

· Gibaud street to Prince Alfred Road - closed to normal traffic. 

· Gibaud street to Kempston Road - would operate as normal

· the following roads would operate as normal: Govan Mbeki Avenue, Gibaud street, Kempston Road, Neil Boss, Milner street (up to Ambrose Street) and Ambrose Steet, Mount Road, Diaz Road and Kipling road (Diaz to Mary Boyd Av. section)

        * Will these road closures only take place on days when matches are scheduled or will roads be closed and few days before and after matches?
· the extent of the traffic control zone (boundary shown in orange), consists of the following:

· permanent road closures (purple line) – they would be in place throughout the tournament

· traffic control points (green dots) – in general, the road closures should be in place the night before the day of the game and would remain in place until 3 or 4 hours after the game (the specific times are still being finalised by the law enforcement agencies)
        * On days when the roads are closed, will we have a "window period" in which we can collect/deliver OR with the correct documentation can we enter anytime of day?
· A vehicle issued with a VAPP can enter the traffic control zone at any of the control points (green dots) and can collect / deliver at any time of the day.
